no crimen solamente, aun previendo ciertos
delitos y penas, con maximas de 30 afios y
solo eventualmente de duracién perpetua,
sefialandose los crimenes que ha de juzgar.

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ABsTRACT: The programmatic study is
organized developing concepts: crime,
offense and fault, explaining the essential
element of internal Criminal Law and inter-
national concepts, and those included in the
Roman Statue as crimes and also observing
some other offenses and its penalties, these
ones limited generally to 30 years and only
eventually life sentences, precising the cri-
mes that will be judged.
